2) Weekly Written Reports.  Submit a half page report to Canvas addressing the following two questions by Friday COB. Canvas will be open between 2 PM and midnight. 
Write-up Requirements:

A) Summarize a contribution of the speaker to the field.
B) What aspects of the talk require more clarification, details or explanations? In other words, what additional questions do you have for the speaker? This should show you understood the seminar.
Note:  Please separate the answers to these two questions.
The write-up should not copy or paraphrase the abstract or the speakers’ webpage. Always remember to put your name and the date.
3) Seminar Etiquette. In courtesy to the speakers, students should refrain from distracting activities, such as, speaking, typing, and reading newspapers. Additionally, you should complete the written assignment after, and not during, the talk (you are encouraged to take notes during the talk).
4) “Q and A”.  From 2:00 to 2:30 pm, the speaker will meet with the students for an informal conversation without faculty present. The students are encouraged to take advantage of this opportunity. Questions and discussion about the speaker’s and students’ research areas will be welcomed.
